· While attending the MASA conference Mr. Potts found a strategic plan that he thinks fits the goals the district should be striving for.  He presented information from Gazelles, a company that would guide the district to explore and document the core ideologies of Jonesville School District.
· State Aid Update
· Mr. Potts is very cautious, and continues to put the states forecasted prediction of $268 per student cut into his projected budget.
· ARRA Special Education Flow-through Funds
· The ISD received approximately $700,000 in Special Education IDEA funds.  They have decided that that money should flow through to the county school districts.  Jonesville will receive $83,536.04 to be spent on Special Education programs within the district.

· As of September 2009, 497.11 students are open enrolled attending our district and 118 students live in the district but have chosen to attend other schools.
