I.	CALL TO ORDER

	Mr. Gary Nye led the Board and guests in the Pledge of Allegiance.

D. Celebration of Excellence  
· 6th Grade Quiz Bowl Team captured the first place trophy in the Hillsdale County Quiz Bowl Competition
· High School Band and Jonesville Middle School 7th and 8th grade band traveled to Adrian High School for District Band & Orchestra Festival. The high school students earned an overall first division rating and have qualified for State Festival for the third year in a row. The middle school students, who have not qualified for a State Festival in recent history, did so in style this year earning straight ones from all four judges. All 7th-12th grade band students will receive a medal at the band awards dinner this year and each ensemble will receive a plaque for the band room. Students will head to the State Band Festival in late April.

· Pam Burrell-8th grade Language Arts teacher received the Michigan Teacher of the Year Award from American Legion

· Erin Bosch and the students spoke regarding their State Convention March 10-12th at MSU.  The FFA program has a 21 member delegation and are 68-70 members strong.

E. Public Comment
a. Beth Rowe, President of JABA announced that two weeks ago the cash raffle was held with 100% of the earnings going back into Jonesville athletics.  JABA made approximately $16,500 at the fund raiser.
Beth also spoke to the board stating that she has been receiving comments from the community regarding the bond issue.  Language in the bond issue states that some money will be allocated to athletics.  Currently the track is un-usable and there is no discus throwing area, therefore no track meets can be held in Jonesville this season. The softball and baseball fields are not in good shape and need more maintenance.  JABA and the community are looking for support from the district for more maintenance of the athletic fields.
b. Joyce Longbreak, JV girls bowling coach thanked Beth Rowe and James and Dana Jenkins for all of their help.  She stated that there are 6,000 student bowlers in Michigan and the Jonesville Bowling Teams did a fantastic job.
c. Cindy Bieszk spoke to the board regarding an issue with security when she could not get the schools doors to lock.  She also hopes that the Jonesville School District does not become a pay to play school, families can’t afford it.  The Boosters support the school and she wants the school to help the boosters keep the athletic fields up.

II.	PRESENTATIONS & REPORT

1. Granger Construction – Tom Hutt
Mr. Hutt briefed the board on the Bid Pak 3 bids that were opened at the March 18th  bid opening meeting.  He informed the board that they have decisions to make on what can be approved as there is not enough money for everything to be done that was bid on.  Mr. Hutt also noted that because of the way the bids were received, he has a number of questions regarding the contractors bids to the mechanical packages. The low bid contractors in the Mechanical categories may change.

Question: President Rowe asked what the $14,850 from HS Track within Alternate #4 price was for.
Answer:  Mr. Hutt explained the $14,850 is to run black top to the ball diamonds that would be located behind the High School.
Question:  President Rowe also asked why the Baseball & Softball Fields and Dugouts were bid at $61,300.
Answer:  Mr. Hutt explained the he understands that $61,300 seems like a huge sum of money but there is a lot of work involved to put those fields together. There was also a price from Swartz Excavating for $83,230 for this work as well. 
                              Question: President Rowe asked about the high cost of the electrical?
Answer: Mr. Hutt noted that this price includes the score boards and the power to the dugouts.
A. Superintendent’s Report
Information requests (follow up from previous meetings)
· Mr. Potts said hats off to Tom Hutt from Granger Construction and BETA Design for putting Bid Pak 3 together.  Mr. Potts is very pleased with everything that is being done.
· State Aid Update has no update to speak of.  The state is still saying that per student for the 2010-2011 school year the state aid will be at $6,883.  Last year the state cut student state aid by $165. Per student, this year it looks like the cut will be a total of $433.  Mr. Potts stated that until the state aid bill is actually passed we just won’t know.  There will be reductions/adjustments in staffing prior to next year and administration is developing a plan.
· Mr. Potts thanked JABA for all of the hard work they did to make the cash raffle a huge success
· There was not a gas leak at the middle school today (3/22).  Michigan Gas Utilities were called in and the students were evacuated to the Presbyterian Church where they were fed lunch.  Michigan Gas Utilities determined that the odor was caused by a back draft.  The students were returned to the building before 12:30pm to finish the remainder of the day.  Mr. Potts said the students were never in any danger or harm and he thanked the staff and students for handling the situation so well.
· The Chamber of Commerce is putting together a program called “TUF”, Try Us First.  A wristband would be sold to consumers which would allow that consumer special discounts from local businesses.  Each school that participles in selling bands will receive approximately 40% of their total wristband sales back.  More information will be arriving from the Chamber of Commerce soon.
· Mr. Potts will be attending a School Safety Conference in Grand Rapids on May 5th along with Mr. Henthorne, Superintendent of the ISD.  The School Safety Council along with the Sheriff’s Department assesses the safety procedures of each school in the county.
· There will be a buzzer system installed at the High School that allows the entrance doors to remain locked until the front desk releases the door to open.
