II.	PRESENTATIONS & REPORT

A. 7th Grade Basketball Team
a. Ms. Denise Clark introduced her team of 7th grade girls to the board and was elated to tell the board of their undefeated season and tournament championship.  She told the board that her team showed exemplary leadership skills, possessed good sportsmanship not only with the opposing teams but also with each other.  She looks forward to watching them grow as a team over the next few years.

B. Erin Bosch and the FFA Students
a. Ms. Bosch introduced her FFA students; Addie Spoylar, Joe Schmitt, Jennica Jordan and Hannah Rowe.  Each student gave a small report on the events that took place during the FFA State Convention that was held March 9th through the 11th.  The convention was held on the campus of MSU with 24 students from the Jonesville Chapter attending.  Jonesville senior, Ms. Addison (Addie) Spoylar was elected as the State FFA President.  The chapter received a Silver National Chapter Award, Superior Chapter Award, Food for America Award and Building our Michigan Community Award.  There were 5 proficiencies awarded and Kayla Hubbell earned a Gold Award in Job Interview.  The Jonesville chapter received academic excellence with a grade point average of 3.3

C. Erin Bosch Research Findings
a. Erin Bosch went to the National Science Foundation in Virginia and spoke on pesticides and findings in food chain.  She also stressed the fact that teachers need funding in the field of science to keep things exciting in the classroom to stimulate learning.

Mr. Potts stated that it is not a pretty sight, the last 4 years have been cut after cut, but we will continue to do the very best we can.
