Information requests (follow up from previous meetings)

· Mrs. Broesamle announced that we had a wonderful fall sports banquet with a great turn out.
· Mrs. Broesamle is very excited that the Retired Engineer Technical Assistance Program (RETAP) will be visiting our school to do a free energy audit to help with cost savings in the district.  RETAP assists businesses and institutions in Michigan with pollution prevention (P2) and energy efficiency. Businesses of 500 employees or fewer in the state and institutions of any size are eligible. RETAP services are free of charge.
· Mrs. Broesamle announced that the Jonesville Fire Department will be having their annual Spaghetti Dinner to raise money for the scholarship fund that has been created by the Fire Department.  The dinner will be at the Fire Barn on December 2nd at 5pm.
· Mrs. Broesamle announced that the Jonesville Rotary Club is accepting contributions to be used to build their scholarship endowment fund.  Currently the law permits a taxpayer to reduce their Michigan Income Tax or Business Tax Liability by a credit of 50% of the amount contributed to a community foundation endowment fund.  As of January 1st you will no longer be able to take advantage of the Michigan Community Foundation Tax Credit.
