EDUCATIONAL PHILOSOPHY

6. After each completed project, an evaluation form must be completed and signed by the
supervisor of the project and by the student to be turned into the office.

7. Students can receive evaluation forms in the office.

8. Students are expected to represent the Maranatha Academy community in a positive manner
(Punctual, hardworking, courteous, polite, etc).

9. Families, classes, teams or clubs are encouraged to serve as groups and work with charities.

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SUGGESTED PROGRAMS OF STUDY FOR GRADES 9-12

It is important that students take courses that broaden their educational and social experiences. It
is important for a student to learn in all academic areas to expand their knowledge, i.e., art, choir,
band, and foreign language. Suggested courses of study are presented below to assist students
and parents in making decisions about what course to take. College entrance requirements vary
widely, and it is essential that students know the requirement for colleges in which they are
interested rather than assume the high school courses that they take are appropriate or required by
their chosen colleges (i.e., foreign language is a requirement for many colleges-not necessarily
for high school).

There are two set programs of study and it is important for you to choose a course of study. If you
are planning on going to college you will need to follow the College Preparatory Program.
This program of study will prepare you for the rigorous collegiate program you will encounter. If
not attending college the Standard Educational Program will be sufficient to meet the Kansas
State Education Requirements for graduation.

IMPORTANT NOTES
1. To fulfill College Preparatory Math Requirements, students must complete Algebra 1. Colleges have an
expectation that a student will know Algebra 11 when entering college.
2. Ninth graders must take PE/Health. The second physical education credit may be earned via interscholastic
athletics (.5 per season of sport completed for a total of one [1] PE credit) beginning in Grade 10.
3. The Kansas Board of Regents requires Biology, Chemistry and 1 other advanced Science.
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4. Students may take Band or other requirements may be taken later.

SELECTIVE COLLEGE ADMISSIONS

If you choose the College Preparatory Program you will be prepared for all colleges and
universities in Kansas and Missouri (see Kansas Regents Requirements and Missouri
Requirements on following pages). Students are encouraged to investigate, with their counselor
and parents, the requirements of the specific institutions of higher learning they may wish to
enter and take that information into consideration when designing their four-year educational
plan. There are some colleges that are considered "selective™ or "highly selective" in their
admissions policies. These colleges will have different and specific admissions requirements. Be
sure that you are aware of those requirements and that you are able to meet them.

QUICK STEP
Students may, with school approval, enroll in courses in local colleges and universities in the
traditional College Now/Quick Step Program. Quick Step courses are held on the college campus

and receive credit at Maranatha Academy and at the college or university. These courses are by
approval only. See Mr. Beck for more information.

UNIVERSITY OF MISSOURI HIGH SCHOOL CORRESPONDENCE SCHOOL

Maranatha Academy has an agreement with the University of Missouri Correspondence School
for our students to take classes. These are high school accredited courses in which the student
studies the curriculum at home and takes the tests at Maranatha Academy. Students may take
courses that are for enrichment, remedial, or flexible scheduling. These courses are by approval
only. See the counselor for details.

COLLEGE CREDIT CLASSES
College credit classes are offered in Mathematics (College Algebra, Calculus); History (Civics,

US History); Technology (Advanced Web Page Design, Visual Basics); English (English 12).

TRANSFER STUDENTS

In order to be ranked in the senior class/transcripts, students must have attended Maranatha
Academy for all of their junior and senior year.

VALEDICTORIAN and SALUTATORIAN

Students must have attended Maranatha Academy for their junior and senior year to be eligible
for the honor of valedictorian or salutatorian.
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KANSAS BOARD OF REGENTS ADMISSIONS STANDARDS

In 1996, the Kansas legislature passed legislation that requires qualified admission standards for
students enrolling in Kansas Regents Universities. There are three ways students can meet the
admission requirement for Kansas:

1. Complete the Precollege Curriculum* with at least a 2.0 grade point average (GPA);
2. Achieve an ACT score of 21 or above; or,
3. Rank in the top one-third of your high school's graduating class.

*KANSAS BOARD OF REGENTS PRECOLLEGE CURRICULUM

In addition to new admission standards, the Board of Regents has recommended a precollege
curriculum that students will need to complete for college admissions. The curriculum is as
follows:

9 4 years of English Y Four years of English with a recommendation to include
speech and journalism.

9 3 years of Natural Sciences Y Students must take three years and one credit must be in
Chemistry or Physics. Other approved courses include
Biology, Chemistry, Earth/Space Science, Anatomy &
Physiology and/or Physics.

1 3 years of Mathematics Y Students must take one unit each of Algebra I, Algebra II,
and Geometry. Completion of any of the three required
math courses prior to entering high school satisfies the
requirement for that course. Students are strongly
encouraged to take a math course every year of high school.

9 3 years of History Y Students must complete the following: one credit of U.S.
History, one-half credit of American Government, one-half
credit of Civics, one credit of World History, and/or Social
Science electives.

1 1 year of Computers Y One year of Computer Technology. This may be fulfilled by
passing a proficiency examination offered by the Regents
universities.

| 2 years of Foreign Language Y Two years of one language. [Maranatha Academy
recommends a Foreign Language but is not required for
graduation.]

KANSAS STATE-SPONSORED SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAMS

As a Kansas high school graduate, you may be eligible for one of three state-sponsored
scholarship programs:

1. State Scholarship Program;

2. Minority Scholarship Program; or

3. Kansas Teachers Scholarship.

To be eligible for one of these scholarships, you must complete all of the required courses for the
pre-college curriculum plus an additional mathematics course (four years total). A student must
complete the ACT by December of his/her senior year to be considered for the Kansas State
Scholar Program. Students must have taken two years of the same foreign language to qualify.

MISSOURI CORE PRECOLLEGE CURRICULUM

In 1996, entrance requirements for Missouri state colleges and universities became more
stringent. Any student graduating from high school and attending a Missouri state college or
university shall submit evidence on an official transcript indicating compliance with the
following core requirements:

EXTRA-CURRICULAR ELIGIBILITY
Coaches and sponsors of extra-curricular activities at
Maranatha Academy are interested in students who have
ability and who are spiritually and scholastically qualified as
well.

Students involved in competitive sports who become
ineligible will not be allowed to participate in games,
although they may attend games and practices. Students
involved in other extra-curricular activities should check with
their sponsors to find which activities they will be unable to
participate in if they become ineligible.

NOTE: Academically ineligible students are not permitted to
miss any class(es) in order to participate in an extra
curricular activity.

Students declared academically eligible or ineligible will
continue on that status until the next extra curricular
eligibility determination date as reflected on the school
calendar (approximately four and one half weeks or half of a
quarter).

Eligibility for the beginning of a school year will be
determined by the previous semester grades of the last
school year.

A student who receives an incomplete grade due to absence
from school may not be permitted to participate in extra-
curricular activities that would require the student to miss
additional class time until the required assignments are
completed.

SPECIAL ELIGIBILITY
Any teacher who feels that a student is making a reasonable
effort to work to his or her capacity but is unable to meet the
above eligibility standards may request that the student be
given special eligibility. The request should be made in
writing to the Principal. The Principal will request input from
the student 6s t e adizZedtestresults, and i
consult with the guidance counselor to determine special
eligibility.

Students are considered for special eligibility because of an
insufficient academic background, low ability level or
learning problems as demonstrated on standardized test
scores, grades, experience or an IEP. This program is to
help students meet the demanding academic challenge at
Maranatha Academy because of an educational deficiency.

Special eligibility status is evaluated each year to determine
if a student should remain on the program. Our purpose is to
help the student succeed in a challenging program. It is
never meant to be an escape for a student working hard to
do his best. To be placed on the program, the principal or
his designee must determine by standardized test scores,
conference and supporting information that the student
qualifies and will be helped by the program.

KSHSAA
The Kansas State High School Activities Association
regulates participation in all activities. KSHSAA adds the
following eligibility requirements:

1. The student must pass the equivalent of five full
credit courses during the previous grading period
and be enrolled currently in five credit classes to
be involved in a state-regulated activity. (An
incomplete is not considered a passing grade until
the teacher gives formal notice that assignments
have been made up.) Summer grades do not
apply to eligibility.

2. Hel/she is not 19 years of age on or before
September 1, of the school year in which he/she
wishes to compete.

3. He/she has not completed eight semesters of high
school attendance (includes total attendance
beginning with the ninth grade.)

4. Hel/she does not engage in outside competition in
a sport recognized by the KSHSAA during a
season in which he/she is representing the school.
The coach or principal should be consulted before

s t a n d anrathlete participates individually or on a team in
any game, training session, contest, or try-out
conducted by an outside organization.

5. He/she has passed an adequate physical
examination given by a physician after May 10
and has the written consent of parents or legal
guardians.

GRADE REPORTS

End-of-quarter progress reports are sent to all students. St udent 6 s gr adelsebyg an
parents at any time. These grades reflect the accumulated grade to date from the first day of the
semester. The semester grades, which are identical to the second and fourth quarter grades, become a
part of the student's permanent academic record. Students who receive a failing grade in a required
course at semester must repeat the course, attend summer school, or complete an approved
correspondence course to make up the credit.

The Epistles provide an overview of the New Testament Epistles including their history, a study of each writer
and how the message and principles of each book show us how to walk daily with our Lord. This course is
taught every other year.

A student may choose an area of study they are
interested in or choose an area for general knowledge of the Christian faith. Students are required to be enrolled in
Bible courses while attending Maranatha Academy.

CAREERS Grades 11-12
Semester Course .5 Credit

Life Shaping Decisions by Rick Horne; ACSI Publishers (1-58331-121-1)

This is a biblical approach to understanding your gifts and callings as a Christian and how they relate to
your future occupation and vocation. This course is intended to challenge students with the biblical
concept of career stewardship and to give the resources to begin to wisely and faithfully build their own
career plan.

COMPARATIVE WORLD VIEWS -- UNDERSTANDING THE TIMES Grades 11-12
Full Year Course .5 Credit
Understanding the Times by David Noebel; ACSI Publishers, 2006 (0-936163-00-3)

This course is designed to aid students in thinking like a Christian, understanding the times we live in,
and establishing a life-long biblical foundation for their lives. Students will study four major
worldviews: Secular Humanism, Marxism, Cosmic Humanism, and Biblical Christianity. They will
discuss current issues based on the Christian worldview and apply their newfound understanding to the
world around them.

ENGLISH/LANGUAGE ARTS

Philosophy

The concept of language in the Bible is contained in the concept of the 'Word' (a reference to our Lord Jesus
Christ Himself). We are created in the pattern of a wise and communicating God. The study of English involves
language use and literature. The proper use of the English language, though a worthy pursuit, is not an end in
itself. The purpose of language is to communicate. The substance, as well as the style, of our conversation and
writings is the focus of our education, guided by biblical principles. The principles include the following:

Philippians 24:8 - “ F i n brdthrely, whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is right, whatever is of
good repute, iif there is any excellence and if an

Colossians 4:6 - fiLet your speech be always with grace,se asoned with salt. .. ."”

Ephesians4:29-“ Let no corrupt speech proceed out of your
need may be that it may give grace to them that hear."

Statement of goals related to the study of English:
1. To develop an ability to express thoughts clearly, read, and listen with understanding.
2. To develop an ability to organize work and use reference and study skills effectively.
3. To develop creative, critical, and independent thinking in order to understand, participate, and
contribute intelligently and inquisitively in our society.
4. To stimulate interest and develop skill in art, literature, music, drama, and other activities leading to
self-fulfillment and satisfying use of time.
Grades 7-12 English includes weekly literature, grammar, composition, and spelling.

ENGLISH 7 Grade 7
Grammar and Composition |; ABeka Books Publishers (62146007)

Of People: Literature for Christian Schools, Book I, ABeka Books Publishers (62189003)

The goal of this course is to have students improve in English and communication skills. A variety of
skills are developed such as reading, writing, spelling, and vocabulary development, grammar,
speaking, and listening. Students will be expected to read books and complete writing assignments
including book reports, short stories, and poetry. Students study spelling and vocabulary words weekly.
Daily grammar exercises are given with periodic tests. Several projects are required with reading
novels: A Christmas Carol, Roll of Thunder Hear my Cry, The Bronze Bow and Treasure Island. The
students will publish a book first semester and a literature magazine second semester.

ENGLISH 8 Grade 8
Grammar and Composition 11; ABeka Books Publishers (69264008)

Of Places: Literature for Christian Schools, Book 11, ABeka Books Publishers (LVC-8)

Across Five Aprils; Johnny Tremain; Adventures of Tom Sawyer; Anne Frank: Diary of a Young Girl

Students gain an appreciation, understanding, and working knowledge of literature and poetry. Writing
is studied as a process and includes grammar, spelling, and vocabulary. Speaking and listening skills
are also taught. Students review the parts of speech, sentence mechanics, and move into usage,
agreement, capitalization, and punctuation. Composition is introduced via the stages of the writing
process of drafting, combining and revision, correcting run-on sentences and fragment, and organizing
ideas into paragraphs to form the composition. Elements of the short story are studied, including plot,
character, setting, and theme. They apply these elements to the reading novels: The Diary of Anne
Frank, The Adventure of Tom Sawyer, Johnny Tremain, Across Five Aprils and selected poetry
sections. Several projects are required using cooperative learning techniques.
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HIGH SCHOOL ENGLISH REQUIREMENTS:
Four years of English courses are required for Maranatha graduation and Kansas and Missouri college
entrance.

ENGLISH 9 Grade 9

Year Course <Required> 1.0 Credit
Grammar and Composition V, ABeka Books Publishers

Themes in Literature, ABeka Books Publishers

This class will cover a combination of English grammar, vocabulary, literature, and composition. The
course includes a Shakespearean play and a study of the era, a detailed emphasis on the research report,
practice in expository writing, and short story analysis. This course will call upon students to utilize
and develop skills of memorization, synthesis, analysis, and critical thinking. Students will read and
study: Romeo & Jul i et, Midsummer Ni gh tridsandPrejadicen,
and The Moon is Down.

ENGLISH 10 Grade 10
Year Course <Required> 1.0 Credit
Grammar and Composition IV, ABeka Books Publishers

Backgrounds to World Literature, ABeka Books Publishers

Masterpieces of World Literature, ABeka Books Publishers

This class will cover a combination of English grammar and composition, vocabulary, and literature.
Included in the curriculum are analytical, descriptive, and narrative writing through a study of the
books: The Odyssey of Homer, A Tale of Two Cities, Fahrenheit 451, Antigone, Don Quixote, and
Julius Caesar. A journal notebook is required and homework may be expected each night.

ENGLISH 11 Grade 11
Year Course <Required> 1.0 Credit
Grammar and Composition, Workbook A, ABeka Books Publishers

The Language of Literature, McDougall Littell Publishers (0-395-93181-9)

Students will first study the literature and language of various American authors and then develop
writing skills in critically evaluating the literature studied. The literature is presented chronologically
and studied in light of the historical background of the time period to which it belongs. The study of
writing is centered on the writing process. Written assignments focus on the literature; include critical
analysis of character, theme, structure, and plot. Books to be read are The Great Gatsby, The Case of
the Crushed Petunias, The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn, Walden, Hamlet, To Kill a Mockingbird,
and The Scarlet Letter. Students will also study spelling, vocabulary, and grammar. Other forms of
writing take place in daily journals and homework.

ENGLISH 12 Grade 12
Year Course <Required> 1.0 Credit
Grammar and Composition, Workbook B; ABeka Books Publishers

The Language of Literature, McDougall Littell Publishers (0-395-93182-7)

This course centers on the literature and language of various British authors and on using composition
skills to write critically about the literature. It begins with early English literature and progresses
chronologically to the most modern. The history of each period is reviewed before literature samples
are studied to provide a proper context for understanding. Through the process of writing, students will
learn to write critically in the analysis of character, theme, structure, and plot. Books to be read are
Richard Il1, MacBeth, Heart of Darkness, Animal Farm, Pygmalion and Jane Eyre. In addition,
students will write fiction, poetry, persuasive essays, and research papers in preparation for college.
May be taken for college dual-credit through Central Christian College.

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FOREIGN LANGUAGES/SPANISH

Philosophy: Communication and language is a key concept in Scripture. Through both oral and written

revelations, God chose to reveal Himself to mankind. This is the basis of communication and thus Spanish.

Scripture declares that in the end, bowing before the throne of God, there will be a representation of every tribe,
tongue and nation. Through the study of foreign
ultimately the need to reach the unreached. The study of Spanish or any foreign language is not an end in itself

Student will learn about the Latino culture in many varied forms. Homework will be assigned daily as
students learn vocabulary and verb conjugation. Spanish 1 includes cooperative learning, projects and
listening to guest speakers.
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SPANISH 2 Grades 10-12
Year Course 1.0 Credit
Expresate!: Spanish 2, Holt, Rinehart, 2008, (978-0-03-045322-9)

Prerequisite: 75% or better in Spanish | or equivalent proficiency

Students expand on the acquired written, listening, and oral skills learned in Spanish 1. Students will
begin to master their listening and reading comprehension, speaking and writing skills.

Johnson County Community College feels that a student entering college knowing two years of high
school Spanish will be well prepared to college level work.

SPANISH 3 Grades 11-12

Year Course 1.0 credit

Expresate!: Spanish 3, Holt, Rinehart, 2008 (978-0-03-0453724)

Prerequisite: 80% or better in Spanish 2 or equivalent proficiency

Students expand and show mastery on the acquired written, listening, and oral skills learned in Spanish
[I. They will be expected to read and do reports in Spanish. Students will learn the books of the
Bible, praise songs, write and speak their testimony in Spanish. There will be a strong emphasis on
writing and students should be prepared to take the College Level Entry (CLEP) exam for college
credit.

SPANISH 4

ACT Prep is a course designed to study and prepares students for the intricacies of the ACT test.

Then
students prepare by focusing on weak areas to improve. Semester 2 is designed to research
scholarships available online and at colleges for students to participate in. This allows them the time
and help needed to apply for these scholarships. Computer knowledge is important for research.

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MATHEMATICS

Philosophy

Mathematics is described as an abstract science. There is something paradoxical about the fact that that which
is described as abstract and intangible on one hand produces principles and concepts which are the most certain
and consistent on the other. Mathematics contains the rational and irrational in the same system, the definable
and indefinable at once in a harmonious and synergetic realm of ideas that defines all of reality. Although
difficult to express in words there is something self-evident about the truths discovered through the study of
mathematics. Our understanding of God and His character is likewise made clearer through this paradox. As
one accepts God as creator and learns the depths of mathematics, one grows in his appreciation of Him as
unfathomable as the concept of infinity, yet constant, accurate, changeless, and reliable. To this end we believe
that God has filed man to develop an efficient

This course includes instruction in problem solving and all
operations of whole numbers; decimals and fractions; metric measurement and unit conversion;
percent; linear, square, and cubic measurement; proportion; probability; graphing and numerous Pre-
Algebra topics. Supplements may be assigned on an individual basis to help or challenge a student.
Homework is expected each night. Successful completion of an 80% or better will qualify the student
for Algebra 1.

PRE-ALGEBRA Grades 8
Pre-Algebra: An Accelerated Course by Dolciani, Sorgenfrey and Graham; McDougal Littell/Houghton
Mifflin, © 1992 (0-395-59123-6)

Prerequisites: 80% or better in 7th grade math and/or approval of the principal or teacher.

This course is taken for further preparation for Algebra I. The course includes a general introduction to
algebra; positive and negative numbers; rational and irrational numbers; geometric figures;
ratio/proportion; percent, equations, and inequalities; the coordinate plane; areas and volumes; and
applying algebra to right triangles, statistics, and probability. Homework will be given daily.

ALGEBRA 1 Grades 7-8
Algebra: Structure and Method Book 1 by Brown, Dolciani, Sorgenfrey and Cole; McDougal
Littell/Houghton Mifflin, 2000 (0-395-97722-3)

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HIGH SCHOOL MATH REQUIREMENTS

Maranatha requires three credits of high school level mathematics (and recommends four credits of math in
order to graduateg. Colleges expect each student enrolling to have mastered Algebra 1. Accelerated credits
earned prior to 9" grade do not count toward the three credits.

ALGEBRA | Grades 8-9
Year Course <Required> 1.0 Credit
Algebra: Structure and Method Book 1 by Brown, Dolciani, Sorgenfrey and Cole; McDougal
Littell/Houghton Mifflin, 2000 (0-395-97722-3)

Prerequisite: Pre-Algebra with 70% or better and/or recommendation of the teacher.

This course is for students with average to above average ability in math. Algebra | brings together past
experiences in mathematics and extends these skills to help the student understand the basic vocabulary
and structure of algebra (the real number system). Skills include simplifying numerical and algebraic
expressions, operations on and factoring polynomials, reducing multiplying, dividing adding, and
subtracting algebraic fractions, solving inequalities, rational and irrational numbers, and graphing in the
coordinate plane. Students are expected to be able to perform mathematical operations on and find
solutions for linear and quadratic expression and equations. There is a strong emphasis on solving word
problems. The course recognizes the need for the student to become proficient in algebraic skills essential
for the study of higher mathematics. Students are required to have a scientific calculator.

ALGEBRA IA Grade 9

Year Course 1.0 Credit
Algebra: Structure and Method Book 1 by Brown, Dolciani, Sorgenfrey and Cole: McDougal
Littell/Houghton Mifflin, 2000 (0-395-97722-3)

Prerequisites: Grade of below 70% in Pre-Algebra and/or recommendation of the teacher.

This course is for the student who would benefit from covering the traditional Algebra | material but at a
slower pace. Topics include a general introduction to the language of Algebra, positive and negative
numbers, simplifying numerical and algebraic expressions, methods used in solving equations in one
variable, the concept and rules of exponents, operations on and factoring, polynomials, solving quadratic
equations by factoring, working with algebraic fractions, and using algebraic methods for solving a variety
of word problems. The student who successfully completes Algebra 1A will extend their algebraic skills by
enrolling in Algebra IB for the following year. Students are required to have a scientific calculator.

ALGEBRA IB Grade 10

Year Course 1.0 Credit
Algebra 1: Structure and Method Book 1 by Brown, Dolciani, Sorgenfrey and Cole: McDougal
Littell/Houghton Mifflin, 2000 (0-395-97722-3)

This is a full year course that covers the second semester of Algebra I. This detailed approach to Algebra |
helps students to understand the basics of Algebra. Combined with Algebra IA this course fulfills the
Algebra | graduation requirement. .

INTERMEDIATE ALGEBRA Grade 10-12
Year Course 1.0 Credit
Intermediate Algebra by K. Elayn Martin-Gay; Prentice Hall, O 2001 (0-13-016631-6)

Intermediate Algebra is a course designed as a step between Algebra | and Algebra Il. Students will study
variables, equations, problem solving, number lines, operations with real numbers, polynomicals, factoring,
fractions, linear equations, functions, inequalities, rational and irrational numbers, quadratic equations,
conic sections, and exponential and logarithmic functions. This class will prepare students for further
study in mathematics and for the basic mathematics knowledge needed for the ACT test (College Entrance
Exam).

BUSINESS MATHEMATICS Grades 10-12
Year Course 1.0 Credit
Business Math; Seventh Edition, Miller, Salzman, Clender; Addison Wesley, O 1997 (0-673-99551-8)
This math class provides a practical and functional method of learning everyday math. It will cover how to
figure hourly wages and salaries. Also included will be bank accounts, credit cards, interest, loans, and
purchasing an automobile. During the second semester students will learn how to purchase a house and
figure the interest and mortgage payments along with budgeting, insurance, investments, and retirement.
This class is for those students who are not able to take Algebra Il. Open to Seniors Only who have
already earned three credits of high school level math.

GEOMETRY Grades 9-11
Year Course _ 1.0Credit
Geometry, Jurgensen, Brown and Jurgensen; McDougal Littell/Houthton Mifflin, O 2000
(0-395-97727-4)

Prerequisite: 70% or better in Algebra | and/or recommendation of teacher.

This course is a foundational course of Euclidean geometry for college preparatory students. Geometry
IS a course covering the deductive treatment of Euclidean geometry and providing training for critical
and analytical thinking skills. The course begins on an informal and intuitive level where the basic
geometric concepts of point, line, plane, angle, measurement, etc., are reviewed. Further topics, such as
perpendicular and parallel lines, congruent and similar triangles, the Pythagorean Theorem,
quadrilaterals, circles, perimeter, area, volume, and coordinate geometry are developed and explored.
Basic principles of trigonometry are also discussed.

ALGEBRAII Grades 10-12
Year Course 1.0 Credit
Algebra and Trigonometry: Structure and Method Book 2, Jurgensen, Brown and Jurgensen; McDougal
Littell/Houghton Mifflin, 2000 (0-395-97725-8)

Prerequisite: Algebra I with 70% or better and/or teacher recommendation. It is recommended that
students have completed Geometry with the grade of 70% or better.

This course is the prerequisite for College Algebra/Trigonometry. This course covers a review of basic
algebraic principles and is a continuation of the study of the real number system with an introduction to
the complex number system. Essential topics studied include properties of the real number system,
linear equations and functions, solving and graphing simple and compound equations and inequalities,
rational and irrational expressions and equations, polynomials, quadratic equations, functions, analytic
geometry, and exponential and logarithmic functions. Trigonometry, matrices, determinants, and
probability will be examined, as time permits. Students are required to have a scientific calculator.

COLLEGE ALGEBRA/TRIGONOMETRY Grades 11-12
Year Course 1.0 Credit
Introductory Analysis, Dolciani, Sorgenfrey, Graham and Myers; Houghton Mifflin, 1991
(0-395-52432-6)

College Algebra by Larson Hostetler; Houghton Mifflin, O 2001 (0-618-05284-4)

Prerequisite: A grade of 70% or better in Geometry and Algebra 11 and/or teacher recommendation
This is an advanced math course for the highly motivated student. It is a preparation course for the
study of calculus. Problems are explored by incorporating a calculator-based graphing approach. The
use of this technology allows the focus of the course to be on problem solving and exploration, while
building a deeper understanding of algebraic techniques. There is an intense review of analytic
geometry (lines in the plane, applications of lines, conic sections). A major emphasis of the course is
the examination of polynomial, rational, trigonometric, exponential, and logarithmic functions.
Students are required to have a graphing calculator. This is an Honors Class and may be taken for
college credit through JCCC College Algebra.
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CALCULUS 1 Grade 11/12
Year Course 1.0 Credit
Calculus, Second Edition, Finney, Demana, Waits and Kennedy; Addision Wesley, 1999 (0-201-44138-1)
Calculus: Early Transcendental Functions, Houghton Mifflin, 2003 (0-618-22307-X)

Prerequisites: >80% in College Algebra/Trigonometry, teacher recommendation, and math placement
scores.

This course can be taken as a College Now class through Johnson County Community College for
college credit. It is the equivalent of a first semester college calculus class that includes introductions
to limits, differentiation, and integration. Homework is assigned daily. Students are required to have a
graphing calculator.
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PHYSICAL EDUCATION

Philosophy

God created man in physical form with body and mind equipped to perform His will for our lives. The benefit
of exercise and recreation is well documented to sustain optimum physical and emotional health. Recreational
activities in our society form a major basis for healthy social interaction. The overemphasis on competition and
improper attitudes toward "winning at all costs" has caused many thoughtful persons to shy away from the
major team sports. When rightly viewed; however, athletics can provide many beneficial opportunities for
youth to grow, not only in physical skill, but in character as well. As students grow in skill there is a blending
of mind, soul, body, and spirit that is rarely attained in other disciplines outside of the arts. One learns the
benefit of practice, teamwork, and hard work. Character is tested and revealed in stressful situations and
provides us with opportunities to grow in courage and self-control. Youth are naturally drawn to athletics,
game, and play. To provide guidance in this area is critical for a life long enjoyment and participation in
rigorous physical activity.

Goals Relating to Physical Education and Athletics:
1. To stimulate interest and develop skill--leading to self-fulfillment and satisfying use of time.
2. To understand and apply the principles of sound mental and physical health providing for the development of
emotional stability and physical vigor.

General Comments: The underlying purpose of physical education at Maranatha is to promote optimal growth
and development in each individual. The program is dedicated to the advancement of each student's total fitness
including strength, endurance, and flexibility. Upon this foundation, advanced skills are built in many vigorous
activities for successful participation. Units include badminton, basketball, flag football, soccer, softball,
volleyball, and aerobic exercise. Students are evaluated on participation, effort, attitude, and conduct as well as
ability. Written tests are also given in evaluating the conceptual aspects of the discipline.

JUNIOR HIGH PHYSICAL EDUCATION Grades 7-8
Year Course 1.0 Credit

All boys and girls in junior high are required to take physical education in order to develop skill and
coordination through vigorous activities. Each unit of instruction includes the history of the activity,
terminology, rules of the game, and recommendations for attire, equipment, etiquette, and safety precautions.
There is a progressive treatment of the basic skills involved through the beginning, intermediate, and advanced
ability levels of each activity. Additionally, students are frequently in situations requiring practice of fair play
and sportsmanship whether winning or losing. Grade 7 PE is 3 days per week. Grade 8 is 2 days per week.

HIGH SCHOOL PHYSICAL EDUCATION Grades 9-10
Year Course .5 Credit
Students are required to fulfill two credits of physical education for high school graduation. All ninth grade
students must enroll in the standard physical education class for one credit. Students may earn the other (1)
credit through the regular physical education classes or through the interscholastic athletic program. One half
credit may be earned per semester in class or through completing a season of sport beginning in Grade 10.

HEALTH Grade 9
Semester Course <Required> .5 Credit
Glencoe Health by Merki and Merki; Glencoe and McGraw Hill, O 2004 (0-07-826326-3)

Health class is designed to educate students about the importance of maintaining good health. This
class will provide the students with a good understanding of the importance of good physical,
emotional, and spiritual heath and nutrition. Substance abuse and sexually transmitted diseases will
also be discussed. Health is taught during Quarters 3 or 4 for 9" grade during the PE class.
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WEIGHTLIFTING Grades 10-12
Year Course 1.0 Credit
The purpose of weightlifting is to Iimprove the st

lifting and strength training techniques. Students will learn proper lifting form and the benefits of weightlifting
for different lifestyles--athletics, conditioning, toning, and strength.

FITNESS/NUTRITION Grades 10-12
Year Course 1.0 Credit
Fitness will consist of different types of aerobic workout designed to build and teach life lone habits of good
fitness. Aerobic workout will include basic aerobics, kickboxing, high impact aerobics and jogging for the
purpose of cardiovascular fitness. Fitness class will also include techniques of lifting for the purpose of
enhancing muscular strength and endurance. A typical week will include three days of aerobic activity and two
days of weight lifting. An important part of being and staying physically fit is nutrition. At least once a week
we will spend some time studying nutrition. We will use video, articles, lecture and personal experience to
explore different ideas about nutrition and diets.

Philosophy

The concept of science in a Christian perspective derives from the biblical principal of revelation.

Aside from this presupposition science, when properly defined, is completely compatible, and relevant
to Christian thought. The Christian educator and student rejoice in discovering the laws and principles
by which God has created and maintained life and the universe.

Wherever possible and practical, science courses will reflect a discovery method to learning about
science. The school encourages inquiry, investigation, and verification of scientific methods, principles
and facts.

LIFE SCIENCE/ EARTH SCIENCE _ Grade7
Life Science by Eimer, Ferrier, Hoogewind; Christian School International (CSI) Publisher O 2002
(87463-592-6) .

Earth Science by Tim Eimer; Christian School International (CSI) Publisher, O 2002 (87463-594-2)
This is a two semester course. Semester 1 is Life Science. Semester 2 is Earth Science. Life Science
is the study of living things. Students will investigate the organization of living systems and how they
relate to one another. A significant amount of time will be spent comparing the ideas of man to the
Word of God. There will be firsthand observations, experimentation, model creation, personal research,
and significant development of vocabulary. In this strand, students study units in science and
technology, as they become more proficient in the methods of scientific investigation, and learn about
patterns of living things, microorganisms, matter, chemical changes, energy, and earth changes. Earth
Science is an introductory study of the science areas of geology, meteorology, oceanography and
astronomy. Biblical integration, with an emphasis in intelligent design, will be included in the studies.

EARTH/PHYSICAL SCIENCE 8 Grade 8
Physical Science: Concepts in Action (with Lab Manual) by Wysession, Frank, Vancoupoulous;
Prentice Hall/Pearson, O 2004 (0-13-069988-8)

Students proceed in the science continuum by exploring the interactions of things in the environment,
biotic, and abiotic. Units of study revolve around diversity and scientific classification, forces and
motion, structures and design, earth forces, astronomy, basic anatomy, substance abuse, and creation. A
comprehensive science project will be required.
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HIGH SCHOOL REQUIREMENTS FOR SCIENCE:
Maranatha Academy requires three years of science inclusive of one year of lab science in order to
graduate.

BIOLOGY Grade 10

Year Course <Required> 1.0 Credit
Biology by Johnson and Raven; Holt, Rinehart and Winston, O 2004/Lab Manual (0-03-066473-X)

This course meets the science laboratory requirement. Biology is the study of living things and their
relationships with each other and the physical environment. Topics include ecology, the cell,
reproduction and genetics, the origin of life and human biology. A significant amount of time will be
spent comparing the ideas of man to the Word of God. Activities include discussion/lecture, laboratory
work, collections, personal research and demonstrations. Emphasis is made on science related careers.

HUMAN ANATOMY & PHYSIOLOGY Grades 11-12
Year Course R 1.0 Credit
Essentials of Human Anatomy and Physiology by John Hole, Jr.; McGraw Hill, O 2000

This is a systematic study of the structure and function of the human body. Topics include body
organization, cell composition and function, DNA and protein synthesis, cell metabolism, and a study
of all the body systems. Human Anatomy and Physiology is recommended for any students who may
be interested in careers in a health-related field. This is an Honors Class.

CHEMISTRY Grades 10-12
Year Course 1.0 Credit
Chemistry: Connections to Our Changing World (with Lab Manual) by LeMay, Beall, Robblee and
Brower; Prentice Hall, O 2002/Lab Manual (0-13-054383-7)

Prerequisite: Must have had Physical Science and have had or is concurrently enrolled in Algebra II.
Chemistry is the branch of science that deals with the study of the composition, structure, and
properties of matter and the changes that matter undergoes. In this class students will learn about
matter, stoichiometry, gases, thermodynamics, atomic and organic structure, types of compounds,
chemical bonding, and reactions. Homework will be daily. This course is a science preparatory class
that all college bound students should take. Chemistry is a lab science course.

PHYSICS Grades 11-12

Year Course X 1.0 Credit
Physics With Applications, Sixth Ed. (Lab Manuals) by Giancoli; Prentice Hall, O 2004

(0-13-184661-2)

Physics for Christian Schools by Egolf, Seeley and Shumate; BJU Press, O 2002/Lab Manual
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Chemistry. Completion of or concurrent enrollment in
Algebra 2 is necessary.

Physics is an Algebra-based study of the following topics: Newtonian mechanics including both linear
and circular motion, forces, energy, momentum, fluid mechanics, electricity, magnetism, waves, optics,
atomic and nuclear physics. As time permits, optional topics such as special relativity and astrophysics
are also studied. Physics is a lab science course.

EARTH/SPACE SCIENCE

Earth Science, Geology, the Environment, and the Universe, Borrero; Glencoe, 2008
(978-0-07-875045)

Earth Science is a high school level course designed to meet college entrance requirements. The course
includes the study of geology, meteorology, oceanography, with an emphasis on astronomy. Included
in the course will be a study of various Christian view points of creation including intelligent design,
young earth, and day age theories. Students will exam various non-creation views to prepare them
college science classes.

Environmental Science is a class designed as a third year science elective for those who desire to learn
about the world around them. The major units covered are storms, ecology, food, resources, shelter,
and disease. This class does not meet lab requirements.
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SOCIAL STUDIES

Philosophy

The social sciences are those disciplines that are primarily concerned with social institutions and with
individual and group interaction. They are concerned with man's efforts to understand himself and
influence his environment. People and organizations cannot be studied out of relation to their natural
and social environments, their problems, their beliefs, their aspirations, and their products. Social
studies as presented at Maranatha Academy discusses at appropriate levels, proper human behavior,
rules, government, economics, history, cultures, and geography. When evaluating human behavior, the
historical record, and cultures, the biblical standard becomes the measure. The study of history, culture,
and geography enables students to understand their relationship to the world around them and enhances
communication and human interaction. Government is instituted and laws are made in a human attempt
to overcome the operations of fallible men and to promote cooperation among men of good will
(Romans 12:1-7).

Statement of Goals related to the study of Social Studies:

1. Toinstill in each student the moral strength, spiritual insight, and academic integrity to live his life as a responsible
citizen and effective Christian.

2. To develop an understanding of the rights, privileges, and obligations of citizens, and their constructive application
in a representative democracy.

3. Tounderstand his/her heritage and its influence on his/her life, the heritage of other people, and the physical
factors affecting the development and relationships of nations and peoples within a nation leading to a respect of
others as well as himself.

4. To understand the significance, influence, and responsibility of the family, of the individual, and of society.

WORLD HISTORY Grade 7
History of the World, ABeka Books Publishers

This course starts the drama of history through the Reformation to Modern Times. This is an exciting
overview of our world, its history, and cultural development. Several projects will be required that
demonstrate comprehension of the humanities tying the humanities of the world together from a
Christian perspective.

AMERICAN HISTORY Grade 8
The American Journey; Glencoe Publisher, 2006 (0-07-868875-2) .

Students study the history of the United States and its exploration and settlement to the Civil War
period of the 1860s. Several projects will be required that demonstrate comprehension of the
humanities and American History from the Christian perspective, and how it has shaped the American
government. There is a six weeks unit on Kansas History that is presented first semester.

WORLD GEOGRAPHY Grade 9
Year Course <Required> 1.0 Credit

The Nystrom Desk Atlas; Editor: Charles Novosad; NYSTROM Division of Herff Jones, Inc., O 1994,
2000 Edition

This course is designed to teach students the basics of world geography and cultures. Special emphasis
will be made in the areas of topography, climate types, cultural understanding and political boundaries.
Reading and drawing maps will be a basic skill learned in this class.
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ANCIENT WORLD HISTORY Grade 10
Year Course <Required> 1.0 Credit
World History and Cultures: A Christian Perspective (2nd Edition) by George Thompson, Jerry Combe;
ABeka Books, O 1997

This course presents the beginnings of civilization in Asia, Africa, and the Fertile Crescent. A focus
will be made on the ancient civilizations, the Middle Ages, and some of the turning points that led to
the modern age. Students also study the Egyptian, Greek and Roman civilizations, the roots of the
Western culture, the Byzantine and Islamic civilizations, the birth of Protestantism through the
Enlightenment, and English Revolution.

RECENT UNITED STATES HISTORY Grade 11

This course studies recent United States hlstory from Reconstruction up through the Modern 20"

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project requiring the student to apply knowledge for both semesters to support a fictional business that
they create.

2 Semester Course 1.0 Credit

Introduction to Digital Productions, Cengage Publishing, 2008

In this two-semester course students will learn the fundamentals of digital video production including
storyboarding and planning the production, capturing the event on various digital media, transferring
the digital images/video to a computer system, editing the video using multiple editing software
packages to incorporate video, images, and audio, production of the video to exportable media and
evaluation of the process. Students will develop a portfolio of resources and digital productions and
produce resources for other classes and activities within the school.

The Arts Department at Maranatha Academy seeks to introduce students to the various rudiments and
disciplines of the arts, increasing skill and self-confidence in their abilities in each chosen medium, enhancing
their participation in both personal and corporate worship for an entire lifetime.

JUNIOR HIGH ART Grades 7-8
A World of Images by Laura Chapman; Davis Publications (0-87192-230-4)

Junior high art is an introductory class exposing the student to all forms of art. This broad range of exposure
allows students to select courses in high school that they would like to specialize in.

JUNIOR HIGH BAND Grades 7-8
This provides continued training in technical skills and musical background through a variety of concert band
literature and methods books. The junior high band experience includes a half-time show for a senior high
soccer game, a Christmas and spring concert, as well as concert band and small ensemble experience at the
academic spring meet. Performances are a required part of the curricular experience.

JUNIOR HIGH CHOIR Grades 7-8
All junior high students are welcome to try out the Junior High Choir and Ensemble. Students must commit
themselves to participate in the performances for which they are preparing.

Maranatha Academy requires one Fine Arts credit beginning with the class of 1999. Missouri colleges require
one Fine Arts credit.

ART 1: FOUNDATIONS OF ART Grades 9-12
Year Course 1.0 Credit
Themes and Foundations of Art by Katz, Lankford, Plank; West Publishing (0-314-02945-1)

Students will produce works of art incorporating principles of design that demonstrate control of a variety of
media, techniques, and processes in drawing, painting, and printmaking. Student will work with pencil,
charcoal, pastels, watercolor, acrylics, ink, collage, low and high relief, sculpture, and work with fibers, clay,
wood, plaster and wire. Students will collaborate with others to organize an exhibition that includes their
artwork and personal statements about their ideas, techniques, and processes.

ART Il: INTERMEDIATE ART Grades 10-12
Year Course 1.0 Credit

There is no textbook for this class. Art research projects use a number of books in an art book collection
in the art room and on line.

Prerequisite: Students must have completed Art 1: Foundations of Art.

Students will begin to work independently to choose relevant subject matter, symbols, and ideas to illustrate
personal expression. Drawing, painting and sculpture units will be incorporated. Students will research the
work of artists in relation to history and culture. Students will produce works of art using techniques from the
visual arts and other arts disciplines. Students will organize and install personal artwork into an exhibition with
at least two other students.
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ART IllI: ADVANCED ART Grades 11-12

Year Course 1.0 Credit

There is no textbook for this class. Art research projects use a number of books in an art book collection

in the art room and on line.

Prerequisite: Students must have completed Intermediate Art.

Students will apply advanced levels of proficiency in at least two mediums. Students will synthesize
disparate ideas and concepts into unified compositions. Students will identify major art trends and
master artistsodé works. Students wil/l examine
meanings, ideas, attitudes, and views. Students will organize and install a one-person show of their

work.

SENIOR HIGH BAND Grades 9-12

Year Course 1.0 Credit

Many ensemble experiences are available through senior high band, including marching band, pep

band, jazz ensemble, concert band, and small ensembles at contest. The MHS band in all its capacities

is one of the most publicly visible aspects of the music program at Maranatha. Through these

opportunities the focus is to increase understanding and appreciation for good music, improving

personal technical skills and knowledge, and i mpr
and to others. Performances are a required part of the curricular experience.

SENIOR HIGH CHOIR Grades 9-12
Year Course 1.0 Credit
This ensemble sings a variety of music and encounters many opportunities to perform. In addition to
concert, the chorus performs and ministers in other settings. Small ensembles and solos are
encouraged, especially in the spring for the regional and state music festivals/competitions.
Performances are a required part of the curricular experience.

INTRODUCTION TO DRAMA Grades 9-12
Year Course

Students are introduced to the basic elements of drama and drama production. Students perform for one
another and develop skills in mime, drama interpretation, role-playing, script writing and puppets.

THEATER Grades 9-12
Year Course 1.0 Credit
Theater: Art in Action, by Taylor, Strickland; National Textbook Company

Theater is a two-semester course that introduces the student to acting, including vocal technique, script
interpretation, characterization, and ensemble playing. Students will also study and practice elements
of technical theater, including costume design and construction, make-up, set-building, lighting and
sound, and property selection. In addition, students will learn to design, produce, and direct a
production. Finally, major playwrights, plays, acting and theater styles and movements, and films will
be studied to acquaint the student with the history of theater.
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
