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FACILITIES PLANNING
The Board of Education recognizes that careful, prudent planning is essential to the efficient operation of the schools and that planning must be grounded on accurate data.

In order to apprise the Board the Superintendent shall:

A.
annually report to the Board on the number of resident students attending school;

B.
report to the Board on the enrollment by grades during the school year each semester;

C.
conduct a "kindergarten roundup" each spring of the number of students who will be enrolled in the schools of the District in September of the year in which the estimate is made and report the results to Board.

In planning for the enlargement or modification of its facilities, the Board shall consider not only the number of children whose educational needs must be met, but also the physical requirements of the program it deems best suited to meet those needs.  Each school building and site shall provide suitable accommodations to carry out the educational program of the school including provision for the disabled, pursuant to law and regulation.

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GIFTS, GRANTS, AND BEQUESTS
GIFTS and BEQUESTS:
The Board may accept, on behalf of and for the school district, any bequest or gift of money or property for a purpose deemed by the Board to be suitable, and to utilize such money or property as so designated.

The Superintendent or his/her designee is authorized to accept gifts to the District.  In instances where the Superintendent or his/her designee doubts the appropriateness or usefulness of an offered gift, the gift may be declined or the matter referred to the Board.  Any gift offered in which there is a specific designation for or limitation of its use shall require Board approval before its acceptance if the gift exceeds a value of  $1,000.
Gifts shall not be accepted if excessive costs of installation or maintenance would be incurred, unless such costs are determined to be within budget limitations and justifiable in terms of the gift's use and value to the district.  Any money gift which implies the matching of funds by the Board on a percentage basis, shall be approved by the Board prior to acceptance.

All gifts shall be accepted in the name of the school district and become the property of the school district, but may be assigned to a particular school or department.  Donations will be officially acknowledged by the Board at a meeting immediately following acceptance of all gifts or bequests if the gift exceeds a value of $1,000.  Donors will be thanked in writing.  Unless a gift is approved by the Board for a specific or limited use, the gift or items purchased therewith may be transferred to other buildings or departments at the discretion of the Superintendent or the Board.

The Board welcomes gifts of books and other materials for use in school libraries, provided that they meet the same standards of selection as are applied to the purchase of library material.  School librarians may dispose of gifts at their discretion if such are out of date, of questionable use or in poor physical condition.

The Board is under no obligation to replace a gift if it is destroyed or worn out.

The Superintendent of schools shall set forth criteria to be met in the acceptance of gifts and the procedure for examining and evaluating offers of gifts to the district, including gifts where the donor prefers to remain anonymous.

GRANTS:
All staff members are encouraged to look for and apply for alternative sources of revenue.  Any grant that requires matching funds in excess of $
3,000 shall require Board approval and shall be reviewed by the Board committee of most impact before being referred to the Board for action.  Grants below the $3000 shall be approved by the superintendent and shall appear on the next consent agenda of the Board.  The same thresholds shall apply for the continuation of the program once the grant has expired.

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SITE ACQUISITION
It is the policy of the Board of Education that real property acquisition price be based on a true value with regard for fair remuneration to the seller but not on enhancement of the value of the site to the seller.  The presence of a school to service a potential development in itself enhances the profit potential to a developer.  It is the Board's sole purpose to provide a service to the residents in a development at the least possible cost to the taxpayers.

The Superintendent shall be responsible for site acquisition negotiations.  Negotiations for site acquisition shall be conducted as much as possible within the following guidelines:

A.
Purchase price shall be based on the last transaction price, taxes on the property after platting, and a reasonable interest earning on the investment based on the current cost of money.

B.
Roadways and utility costs to be shared will be calculated on a front footage basis of the proposed site and shall be included only where actual installation has occurred.

C.
The Board may share such development costs as engineering, earthmoving, litigation, etc. in determining the fair value of the site to be purchased.

Discussion of possible school sites may be carried on in a closed session of the Board, but all official actions must be taken in an open, public meeting.  Official Board action is required to execute a valid contract, and a record of that action must be a part of the minutes of the Board.  The process used in acquiring real property must be in accordance with law.  Any deviation from the strict requirements of the law may render the transaction void.

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DISPOSITION OF REAL PROPERTY
The Board of Education believes that the efficient administration of the District requires the disposition of property and goods no longer necessary for the maintenance of the educational program or the operation of the School District.

The Board shall direct the periodic review of all District property and authorize the disposition by sale, donation, trade, or discard of any property not required for school purposes.

A.
All written offers on real property under consideration for disposition shall be presented as an item on the agenda of a public Board of Education meeting.  A preliminary review of offers to purchase or lease shall include: source of offer, date of offer, expiration date of offer, and intended use of property.

B.
Written offers shall be referred to the Superintendent for review and recommendations.  Offers, when received, will be distributed to the members of the Board.

C.
All property considered for disposition (sale) shall be subjected to a current outside professional appraisal prior to the solicitation of offers.

D.
All property considered for lease or sale shall be reviewed by the Board prior to solicitation of offers.  The solicitation of offers by the Board shall include an expiration date.

E.
The authorized agents of the Board to review all purchase or lease offers pertaining to sale or lease of property shall be the Superintendent and the Board Committee.  The Board shall give final approval of all contracts.
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F.
In consideration of the best interest of the District and of the residents and taxpayers, the Board reserves the right to reject any and all offers at its sole discretion, regardless of price and terms.

G.
Potential purchasers or lessees shall demonstrate financial capability to meet the terms and conditions of their purchase or lease offer.

H.
Potential purchasers shall demonstrate reasonable likelihood of obtaining necessary city/township approvals and/or compliance with city/township zoning ordinances.

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DISPOSITION OF SURPLUS PROPERTY
The Board of Education requires the Superintendent to review the property of the District periodically and to dispose of that material and equipment which is no longer usable in accordance with the terms of this policy.

A.
Instructional Material
The District shall review instructional materials (i.e. textbooks, library books, manuals, support materials, etc.) periodically to determine the relevance of such materials to the present world and current instructional programs.  The following criteria will be used to review instructional materials for redistribution and possible disposal:

1.
textbooks with a copyright date six (6) or more years old

2.
textbooks that contain concepts or content that does not support the current goals of the curriculum

3.
books that contain information that may not be current

4.
instructional material worn beyond salvage

When materials are found to be inappropriate for instruction, they  may be disposed of by means of sale, donation to students in the community, donation to nonprofit organizations, or disposal by authorization of the Superintendent.

B.
Other Property
The Superintendent is authorized to dispose of obsolete property by selling it to the highest bidder.

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MAINTENANCE
The Board of Education recognizes that the fixed assets of this District represent a significant investment of this community and their maintenance is of prime concern to the Board.

The Board directs the conduct of a continuous program of inspection, maintenance, and rehabilitation for the preservation of all school buildings and equipment.  Wherever possible and feasible, maintenance shall be preventive.

The Superintendent shall develop, for implementation by the custodial staff, a maintenance program which shall include:

A.
a regular summer program of facilities repair and conditioning;

B.
an equipment replacement program;

C.
a long‑range program of building modernization.

The Superintendent shall develop and promulgate to the custodial staff such rules as may be necessary for the on‑going maintenance and good order of the physical plant and for the expeditious repair of those conditions which threaten the safety of the occupants or the integrity of the plant.  Such guidelines are to include provision for Handicapped Parking signs which conform to State law.

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HYGIENIC MANAGEMENT
The Board of Education recognizes that the health and physical well‑being of the students of this District depends in large measure upon the cleanliness and sanitary management of the schools.

Each school shall be inspected for cleanliness and sanitation by the Building Administrator and Superintendent.

The Superintendent shall prepare, in consultation with the school EMT, procedures for the handling and disposal of body wastes and fluids.  Such procedures shall include the protection of staff members who clean or handle blood or blood‑soaked items, vomitus, saliva, urine, or feces; the disinfection of surfaces and items in contact with such matter; the disposal of such matter in sealed containers; and the frequent and thorough cleansing of hands and any other body parts that contact such matter.

The Superintendent shall develop and supervise a program for the cleanliness and sanitary management of the school buildings, in school grounds, and school equipment pursuant to law.

The cleanliness of each school building shall be the responsibility of the Building Administrator and Superintendent.

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SAFETY STANDARDS
The Board of Education believes that the employees and students of this District, as well as visitors, are entitled to function in an environment as free from hazards as can reasonably be provided.  In this regard and in accordance with law, the Board will provide reasonable and adequate protection to the lives, safety, and health of its employees.

The Superintendent shall be responsible for the maintenance of standards in the facilities to prevent accidents and to minimize their consequences.  S/He shall designate an employee who shall conduct periodic audits of health and safety conditions within the facilities of the District in accordance with the Federal OSHA standards adopted by the State, and take appropriate action on any violations thereof to the Superintendent.  Said employee shall also have the authority to organize and direct the activities of a District safety committee.

The Superintendent shall ascertain that the employees of this District are aware of their rights to a hazard‑free environment, that they are properly trained in safety methods, that protective devices and equipment are available to meet safety standards, and that proper rules and records are maintained to meet the requirements of the law.

In the event an inspection is made by a representative of the State, the Superintendent shall report the results thereof to the Board at the meeting following the receipt of the State report.

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USE OF TOBACCO ON DISTRICT PREMISES
The Board of Education believes that the right of persons to use tobacco must be balanced against the right of those who do not use tobacco to breathe air untainted by tobacco.

In order to protect students and employees who choose not to use tobacco from an environment noxious to them and potentially damaging to their health, the Board prohibits the use of tobacco on District premises, in District vehicles, and in all school buildings owned and/or operated by the District.

For purposes of this policy, "use of tobacco" means a cigar, cigarette, or pipe, or any other matter or substance that contains tobacco.

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PLANT SECURITY
Buildings constitute the greatest financial investment of the District.  It is in the best interest of the Board of Education to protect the District's investment adequately.  The buildings and equipment owned by the Board shall be protected from theft and vandalism in order to maintain the optimum conditions for carrying out the educational programs.

The Superintendent shall develop and supervise a program for the security of the school buildings, school grounds, and school equipment pursuant to statute and rules of the State.

Every effort shall be made to apprehend those who knowingly cause serious physical harm to District property and to require such persons to rectify the damage or pay a fee to cover repairs.  A reward may be offered for apprehending such persons.

In the case of students of this District, the Superintendent is authorized to recommend sanctions against those who fail to meet their obligations.

Police will  be contacted in the case of serious offenses.

The Superintendent shall report to the Board each case of vandalism and the extent of the damage.

PROPERTY INVENTORYtc  \l 2 "PROPERTY INVENTORY"
In determining what assets are to be accounted for in district inventories, the superintendent (or administrator in charge of Business Services) will consider the following information sources:

Original purchase records.

Bond documents.

Professional appraisal or other services, such as insurance appraisals.

The total amount of original debt issuance, where appropriate, to help determine some assets’ historical cost.

Periodically, the superintendent (or designee) will review the estimated remaining life of specific fixed assets or groups of assets and adjust the remaining depreciable life accordingly.

Some items may be identified by the superintendent (or designee) as “controlled” assets that, although they do not meet all fixed asset criteria, will be recorded on the fixed asset system to maintain control.

Each building principal has the responsibility of taking an inventory of district-owned property in all buildings under his/her supervision.  The superintendent (or designee) will develop inventory forms and procedures.  The custodian of records in that building will file one copy of each inventory taken in an attendance center and one copy shall be filed in the central office.  

Additional administrative regulations may be developed at the departmental level by the superintendent as required to implement policy 7450 fully.  Upon request, any such rules, regulations, procedures, or forms will be shared with the Board for their information.
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For the purposes of accountability of school-owned property, the superintendent shall develop an inventory record system.  Annually, all inventory records shall be updated showing deletions and additions of district-owned property, the estimated value, estimate original cost, date of purchase, serial numbers (where available) and location and condition of each piece of property.

PRIVATE 
Fixed Asset Accounting Systemtc  \l 3 "Fixed Asset Accounting System"
The administration shall maintain a fixed asset accounting system in accordance with law, governmental regulations and district needs.  The fixed asset accounting system shall maintain sufficient information to permit the following:

A.
The preparation of year end financial statements in accordance with law, governmental rules and generally accepted accounting principles;

B.
Adequate insurance coverage; and,

C.
Control and accountability.

The superintendent (or designee) shall be responsible for the development and maintenance of the fixed asset accounting system.  He/she shall develop procedures to ensure compliance with all fixed asset accounting policies, law or governmental regulation.  Each building principal shall be assigned fixed asset responsibilities.

“Fixed assets” are defined as tangible assets of the district with a useful life in excess of one year and an initial cost equal to or exceeding $5,000.  (For purposes of this policy, the $5,000 threshold is for individual purchases or a group of equipment, such as computers.)  In making this determination, the superintendent generally will use the recognized and accepted “standard useful life table” as published by the Association of School Business Officials International Accounting, Auditing and Budgeting Committee, Subcommittee on GASB Statement No. 34 Implementation.  Additionally, the services of a professional property appraisal firm may be used to perform the asset inventory, to provide estimate historical cost information, and to give an objective estimate of the asset’s useful life that will generally be acceptable to auditors. 
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An accounting will be made annually for property, real and personal, owned by the district in accordance with law, governmental regulations and district rules.

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ENERGY CONSERVATION
Declining levels of natural energy resources mandate that the Board of Education develop and implement plans to conserve all forms of energy used in the schools of this District.  The need to participate in conserving the nation's energy resources and the economic reality of increased costs of utility services requires that the energy conservation program be supported by all the personnel of the School District.
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USE OF SCHOOL FACILITIES
The Board of Education believes that the school facilities of this District should be made available for community purposes, provided that such use does not infringe on the original and necessary purpose of the property or interfere with the educational program of the schools and is harmonious with the purposes of this District.

The Board will permit the use of school facilities when such permission has been requested in writing and has been approved by the Superintendent.

In weighing competing interests for the use of facilities, approval will be given according to the following:

A.
uses directly related to the schools and the operations of the schools

B.
meetings of employee associations

C.
uses for voter registration and elections

D.
uses and groups indirectly related to the schools

E.
departments or agencies of the municipal government

F.
other governmental agencies

G.
community organizations or groups of individuals formed for charitable, civic, social, religious, recreational, or educational purposes

H.
commercial or profit‑making organizations or individuals offering services for profit

The use of school facilities shall not be granted for:

A.
partisan political activity;

B.
private social functions;

C.
any purpose which is prohibited by law.

Should all or any part of the District's community be struck by a disaster, the Board shall make District grounds and/or  facilities available, at no charge, for the housing, feeding, and care of victims or potential victims when requested by local, State, or Federal authorities.  The Superintendent should meet with the local governing bodies to establish a disaster preparedness plan in order to ensure that proper procedures are established to minimize confusion, inefficiency, and disruption of the educational program.
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The Superintendent shall develop procedures for the granting of permission to use school facilities and shall promulgate administrative guidelines for such use to include the following:

A.
Each user may be required to present evidence of the purchase of organizational liability insurance to the limit prescribed by District rules.

B.
Use of school equipment in conjunction with the use of school facilities must be specifically requested in writing, and may be granted by the procedure by which permission to use facilities is granted.  The users of school equipment must accept liability for any damage or loss to such equipment that occurs while it is in their use.  Where rules so specify, no item of equipment may be used except by a qualified operator.

C.
The Board reserves the right to override school use permission granted by the administration.

D.
Users shall be financially liable for damage to the facilities and for proper chaperonage.

Fees and Rental Chargestc  \l 1 "Fees and Rental Charges"
The Board shall establish reasonable fees and/or rental charges for the use of any District facility or District grounds; such  fees and/or rental charges shall cover costs of wages for any school  personnel involved and utilities consumed.  The fee and/or rental charges shall be adopted by the Board and shall be reviewed at least once each year.  The schedule of fees and/or charges for the use of any District facility shall be published by the Board in the District newspaper each year before the beginning of the school year.

The decision of whether a school facility request meets the criteria for free use will be determined by the superintendent.

Lease Arrangementstc  \l 1 "Lease Arrangements"
Any lease arrangement entered into by the Board shall conform to state law.  Any such lease, however, shall not exceed one year, but the Board may extend any such lease if good cause is shown by the Board.

Use of District Facilities for Prayer or Religious Purposes During the School Daytc  \l 1 "Use of District Facilities for Prayer or Religious Purposes During the School Day"
The use of any District facility during the normal school day will not be allowed for prayer or religious purposes.  This prohibition against religious use includes the use of District facilities by District personnel, patrons, churches or any other individual or groups of individuals.

Religious Accommodation in the Use of District Facilitiestc  \l 1 "Religious Accommodation in the Use of District Facilities"
The use of District facilities or District grounds by community churches may be allowed by the Board on a temporary basis as is afforded community groups elsewhere in this policy.
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PRIVATE 
Gymnasium, Cafeteria, Performing Arts Center and Board/Community Roomtc  \l 1 "Gymnasium, Cafeteria, Performing Arts Center and Board/Community Room"
The District’s gymnasium(s), cafeteria(s) and Performing Arts Center may be rented to community groups only if approved in advance by the Superintendent.  All organizations wanting to use these facilities must contact the Superintendent for approval and scheduling and adhere to all Administrative Guidelines to enforce this policy.

Religious groups are allowed to use these facilities when proper application is made with and approved by the Superintendent and/or the Board.

PRIVATE 
Buildings and Groundstc  \l 1 "Buildings and Grounds"
Use of buildings (other than those specified above) and grounds of the District by individual or outside organizations must be approved by the appropriate building principal.

PRIVATE 
Equipmenttc  \l 1 "Equipment"
The building principal may authorize staff members to utilize District-owned technology equipment to develop software and associated documents outside of their work assignment, provided the development of the software is in the best interest of the District.  Staff using District equipment and software shall be in compliance with all copyright laws.

Recognized bargaining units may use District equipment as provided for in the current, negotiated master contract. Some non-profit groups and governmental entities may use District owned equipment as approved by the superintendent; however, the use of this equipment shall not interfere with this instructional program or operations of the District.

PRIVATE 
Servicestc  \l 1 "Services"
A school custodian shall be on duty and shall have instructions to see that the building and equipment are properly cared for and used whenever any school facility is used by non-school groups or individuals.

A school custodian may not be required when, in the opinion of the building principal, it is not necessary.  In this case, the sponsors and the principal accept full responsibility for the building’s use.

Building administrators will have authority for the use of the facility during the regular school day.  After regular school hours, the building administrator, in collaboration with the superintendent, will facilitate the use of school facilities by community groups and volunteers for the benefit of students and the community within the constraints of available funds.

PRIVATE 
Facilities Requeststc  \l 1 "Facilities Requests"
1.  Written requests for school facility use will originate at the office of the administrator directly in charge of that facility.  Facility requests for summer use, when a building is typically closed, should be sent directly to the superintendent’s office.

2.  All requests should be submitted on the appropriate application form and sent to the building administrator  at least ten (10) working days prior to the date of use.  Forms may be obtained from the principals’ offices and the Office of the Superintendent.

PRIVATE 
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3.  The building administrator or his/her designee will ensure that all programs have an appropriate adult supervisor and security and will notify the operations manager/head custodian which adult will be responsible for the activity, prior to the actual use of the building.

4.  If an application is denied by the building/program administrator and/or the director of operations, the applicant may appeal to the superintendent.

Special Use of Facilitiestc  \l 1 "Special Use of Facilities"
1.  Possessing, using, soliciting, or being under the influence of intoxicants and/or illegal drugs is prohibited.

2.  Possession of weapons on school property is prohibited except as allowed by law.

3.  Facility use will be in accordance with the following guidelines:


    a.  The use will not interrupt or interfere with the regular operations of the schools.


                   b. The use will be in accordance with policies and rules established by the Board, appropriate                                     laws, and regulatory agencies.

      4.  A deposit fee may be established by the superintendent for the use of any school equipment or use of                      the  facility.  The deposit will be given to the Director of Operations and will be returned when the                         equipment and/or facility is returned and deemed to be in working order.  The following provisions  and                costs will be the responsibility of the user of school facilities:

                    a.  Adequate adult supervision.

                    b.  Adequate crowd and traffic control.
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                   c.  Protection of private and public property.  User shall furnish a bond covering liability and                                       property damage, if required.

                   d. Other direct and indirect costs, such as utilities, cleaning, set-up and special equipment, and                                    use  fees.

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LENDING OF SCHOOL OWNED EQUIPMENT
The Board of Education believes that District‑owned equipment is a valuable resource which may be loaned for community use under certain conditions only, provided that such use does not infringe on the original and necessary purpose of the equipment or interfere with the educational program of the District.

The Board may lend specific items of equipment on the written request of the user and approval granted by the Superintendent and only when such equipment is unobtainable elsewhere.

The user of District‑owned equipment shall be fully liable for any damage or loss occurring to the equipment during the period of its use, and shall be responsible for its safe return.

District equipment may be removed from District property by students or staff members only when such equipment is necessary to accomplish tasks arising from their school or job responsibilities.  The consent of the Superintendent is required for such removal.

Personal use of District equipment or facilities by staff or students is prohibited.

Removal of District equipment by staff or students from school property for personal use is prohibited.
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COMPUTER TECHNOLOGY AND NETWORKS
The Board of Education is committed to the effective use of technology to both enhance the quality of student learning and the efficiency of District operations.  It also recognizes that safeguards have to be established to ensure that the District's investment in both hardware and software is achieving the benefits of technology and inhibiting negative side effects.

The Superintendent is directed to establish administrative guidelines not only for proper acquisition of technology but also to ensure that staff and students are making appropriate and ethical use of the computers and other equipment as well as any networks that may be established.

The Superintendent shall also ensure that both staff and students are adequately informed about disciplinary actions that will be taken if District technology and/or networks are abused in any way or used in an illegal or unethical manner.

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JOINT USE OF FACILITIES
The Board of Education advocates the joint expenditure of District funds and municipal or county funds to provide those facilities from which the entire community, children and adults alike, may derive benefits.

In accordance with this policy, the Board shall, as either opportunity or need arises, and as it is entitled to do so by law, join with each or all of the governing bodies of municipalities comprising the District in acquiring, improving, equipping, operating, or maintaining such jointly‑use facilities as playgrounds and playing fields.

The public library can and should play an important role in the intellectual and educational development of children attending District schools, serving them as a resource which reinforces and augments the school library in many areas, providing services and materials which may go beyond those which the school library can provide.  Most effective utilization of the public library by students depends upon communication and cooperation between school and library staffs.
