Behavior Expectation: 
Be Kind

Location:
Bus

Rationale:
It is important to be kind and respectful at all times.  Being kind while waiting for and riding the bus fosters a friendly and inviting school environment.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students will use quiet voices on the bus.
· Students keeping hands to self.
· Students talking respectfully to each other.
· Students standing in line with hands and feet to self.
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students yelling and screaming on bus.

· Students calling names.

· Students pushing and hitting other students on the bus.

· Students pushing, shoving, hitting in line while waiting at the bus stop or at school.


Provide opportunities to practice and build fluency:

1. Set aside a few minutes during the lesson to practice the rule.

2. Have students role-play examples and non-examples.

3. Tell students about the consequences for following or not following the rules.

Acknowledge expected behavior:

· When students model the expected behavior during the practice session, the teacher will point out how the behavior demonstrates being kind.

· Teachers will look for and acknowledge being kind acts on the bus.

Behavior Expectation:
Invest Yourself

Location:
Bus

Rationale:
It is important to invest yourself in a responsible manner so that you are well prepared for what is expected of you and so that others can depend on you.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students at the bus stop before the bus arrives.

· Students getting on the bus promptly without wasting time.
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students running out to bus after it has arrived.

· Students playing outside of bus when it’s time to get on.


Provide opportunities to practice and build fluency:

1. Set aside a few minutes during the lesson to practice the rule.

2. Have students role-play examples and non-examples.

3. Tell students about the consequences for following or not following the rules.

Acknowledge expected behavior:

· When students model the expected behavior during the practice session, the teacher will point out how the behavior demonstrates investing yourself.
· Teachers will look for and acknowledge investing yourself acts on the bus.
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Behavior Expectation:
Stay Safe

Location:
Bus

Rationale:
It is important to practice safety on the bus so students feel comfortable and do not get hurt.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students sitting with back against their seat.
· Students have materials on their laps.
· Students waiting in line-facing forward keeping hands and feet to self.
· Students walk to line an walk when getting on bus.
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students have materials in the aisle.
· Students littering outside the bus.
· Students play games and running around in front of the school and at bus stop.
· Students running to the bus.
· Students not walking in safe zones around the bus.
· Students dropping things and not checking with driver before picking them up.


Provide opportunities to practice and build fluency:

1. Set aside a few minutes during the lesson to practice the rule.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students greeting bus driver politely.
· Students following directions that are given.
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students are grumpy when getting on the bus.

· Students talking back to bus driver.


Provide opportunities to practice and build fluency:

1. Set aside a few minutes during the lesson to practice the rule.

2. Have students role-play examples and non-examples.

3. Tell students about the consequences for following or not following the rules.

Acknowledge expected behavior:

· When students model the expected behavior during the practice session, the teacher will point out how the behavior demonstrates an outstanding attitude.

· Teachers will look for and acknowledge outstanding attitudes on the bus.

Non-violent Solutions

Location:

Rationale:
It is important to use non-violent solutions so that conflict doesn’t escalate and the bus and school is maintained as a safe place.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students are waiting in line and keeping hands and feet to self while in line and on the bus.
· Students are reporting destructive, dangerous, or disturbing situations.

· Students understand and implement proven conflict resolution strategies.
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students use bullying behaviors.

· Students are tattling rather than reporting.
· Students are cutting and pushing in line.
