Expected Behavior Lesson Plan

Behavior Expectation: 
Be Kind

Location:
Hallways

Rationale:
It is important to be kind and respectful at all times.  Being kind in the hallway fosters a friendly and inviting school environment.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students being helpful.
· Students moving quietly.
· Students holding doors for those behind you.
· Students using voice level “0” or “1.”
· Remember:  “Attitudes are contagious.”
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students moving down hallway noisily (dragging or clomping feet).

· Students using unfriendly words.

· Students not saying “please” or “thank you” when someone does something for you.

· Students letting the doors shut in others’ faces.


Provide opportunities to practice and build fluency:

1. Set aside a few minutes during the lesson to practice the rule.

2. Have students role-play examples and non-examples.

3. Tell students about the consequences for following or not following the rules.

Acknowledge expected behavior:

· When students model the expected behavior during the practice session, the teacher will point out how the behavior demonstrates being kind.

· Teachers will look for and acknowledge being kind acts in the hallways.

Expected Behavior Lesson Plan

Behavior Expectation:
Invest Yourself

Location:
Hallways

Rationale:
It is important to invest yourself in a responsible manner so that you are well prepared for what is expected of you and so that others can depend on you.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students keep moving

· Students are on time.

· Students keep track of their things.

· Students keep their belongings to themselves.
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students loitering in the hallway.

· Students socializing.

· Students leave belongings behind.

· Students swinging backpacks.


Provide opportunities to practice and build fluency:

1. Set aside a few minutes during the lesson to practice the rule.

2. Have students role-play examples and non-examples.

3. Tell students about the consequences for following or not following the rules.

Acknowledge expected behavior:

· When students model the expected behavior during the practice session, the teacher will point out how the behavior demonstrates investing yourself.
· Teachers will look for and acknowledge investing yourself acts in the hallways.
Expected Behavior Lesson Plan

Behavior Expectation:
Stay Safe

Location:
Hallways

Rationale:
It is important to practice safety in the hallways so they feel comfortable and not get hurt.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students walking at a steady pace. (Steady pace…don’t race!)
· Students keeping their hands and feet to themselves.
· Students staying to the right.
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students jogging or running.
· Students tripping/grabbing others.
· Students walking on left and bumping into others around corners.


Provide opportunities to practice and build fluency:

1. Set aside a few minutes during the lesson to practice the rule.

2. Have students role-play examples and non-examples.

3. Tell students about the consequences for following or not following the rules.

Outstanding Attitude

Location:
Hallways

Rationale:
It is important to maintain a positive attitude at school so that students and others feel good about school and learning.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students greeting those they meet.
· Students saying “please, thank you, and excuse me.”
· Remember:  “Attitudes are contagious.”
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students being unfriendly to others.

· Students being disrespectful/not minding manners.


Provide opportunities to practice and build fluency:

1. Set aside a few minutes during the lesson to practice the rule.

2. Have students role-play examples and non-examples.

3. Tell students about the consequences for following or not following the rules.

Acknowledge expected behavior:

· When students model the expected behavior during the practice session, the teacher will point out how the behavior demonstrates an outstanding attitude.

· Teachers will look for and acknowledge outstanding attitudes in the hallways.

Expected Behavior Lesson Plan

Behavior expectation: 
Non-violent Solutions

Location:
Hallways

Rationale:
It is important to use non-violent solutions so that conflict doesn’t escalate and school is maintained as a safe place.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students keeping their hands and feet to themselves.

· Students are reporting destructive, dangerous, or disturbing situations.

· Students understand and implement proven conflict resolution strategies.
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students use bullying behaviors.

· Students are tattling rather than reporting.

· Students are cutting and pushing in line.
