Behavior Expectation: 
Be Kind

Location:
Playground

Rationale:
It is important to be kind and respectful at all times.  Being kind on the playground fosters a friendly and inviting school environment.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students take turns using the equipment.
· Students helping other students when hurt or unable to do something.
· Students including other students when playing.
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students arguing or fighting over equipment.

· Students not including other students in their play.


Provide opportunities to practice and build fluency:

1. Set aside a few minutes during the lesson to practice the rule.

2. Have students role-play examples and non-examples.

3. Tell students about the consequences for following or not following the rules.

Acknowledge expected behavior:

· When students model the expected behavior during the practice session, the teacher will point out how the behavior demonstrates being kind.

· Teachers will look for and acknowledge being kind acts on the playground.

Expected Behavior Lesson Plan

Behavior Expectation:
Invest Yourself

Location:
Playground

Rationale:
It is important to invest yourself in a responsible manner so that you are well prepared for what is expected of you and so that others can depend on you.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students lining up promptly in the right location.

· Students holding onto equipment that needs to be returned to the classroom.

· Students using equipment that belongs to the school only.
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students continuing to play when asked by teacher or aide to line up.

· Students throwing or playing with equipment while waiting in line.

· Students using radios, games and other personal items.


Provide opportunities to practice and build fluency:

1. Set aside a few minutes during the lesson to practice the rule.

2. Have students role-play examples and non-examples.

3. Tell students about the consequences for following or not following the rules.

Acknowledge expected behavior:

· When students model the expected behavior during the practice session, the teacher will point out how the behavior demonstrates investing yourself.
· Teachers will look for and acknowledge investing yourself acts on the playground.
Expected Behavior Lesson Plan

Behavior Expectation:
Stay Safe

Location:
Playground

Rationale:
It is important to practice safety on the playground so they feel comfortable and not get hurt.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Playground equipment:  Students use the permanent equipment (i.e. slides, swings, monkey bars etc…) properly.
· Field:  Students playing games and activities without purposeful physical contact.
· Woods:  Students playing within the playground area.
· Appropriate Dress:  In the fall and spring students are wearing light coats or sweatshirts, shoes that are not flip-flops.  In the winter students are wearing hats, mittens, warm coat, and boots.
· Students keeping hands and feet to self.
· Students playing tag, football, and soccer without tackling the other students.
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Playground equipment:  Students using equipment improperly (i.e. climbing up the climbing up the slide, climbing poles, jumping off a moving swing, walking to close to a swing, walking on monkey bars etc…)
· Field/Keeping hands and feet to self:  Students playing tackle football or tag with tackling.
· Woods:  Students wandering into the woods.
· Appropriate Dress:  Students wearing flip-flops or other shoes without back strap.  In the winter, students wearing a light coat, without a hat, mittens or boots.
· Students pushing and shoving each other.


Provide opportunities to practice and build fluency:

1. Set aside a few minutes during the lesson to practice the rule.

2. Have students role-play examples and non-examples.

3. Tell students about the consequences for following or not following the rules.

Location:

Rationale:
It is important to maintain a positive attitude at school so that students and others feel good about school and learning.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students are inviting others to play.
· Students are encouraging and helping each other.
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students are telling others that they can’t play.

· Students are making fun of others while playing.


Provide opportunities to practice and build fluency:

1. Set aside a few minutes during the lesson to practice the rule.

2. Have students role-play examples and non-examples.

3. Tell students about the consequences for following or not following the rules.

Acknowledge expected behavior:
· When students model the expected behavior during the practice session, the teacher will point out how the behavior demonstrates an outstanding attitude.

· Teachers will look for and acknowledge outstanding attitudes on the playground.

Behavior expectation: 
Non-violent Solutions

Location:
Playground

Rationale:
It is important to use non-violent solutions so that conflict doesn’t escalate and school is maintained as a safe place.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students are taking turns using the equipment.

· Students are reporting destructive, dangerous, or disturbing situations.

· Students understand and implement proven conflict resolution strategies.
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students use bullying behaviors.

· Students are tattling rather than reporting.

· Students are cutting and pushing in line for equipment.
