Behavior Expectation: 
Be Kind

Location:
Restrooms

Rationale:
It is important to be kind and respectful at all times.  Being kind in the restrooms fosters a friendly and inviting school environment.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students take turns using the restroom and sink.
· Students respecting the privacy of others
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students peeking under bathroom stalls.

· Students telling others to hurry up.

· Students cutting in line to use the bathroom.


Provide opportunities to practice and build fluency:

1. Set aside a few minutes during the lesson to practice the rule.

2. Have students role-play examples and non-examples.

3. Tell students about the consequences for following or not following the rules.

Acknowledge expected behavior:

· When students model the expected behavior during the practice session, the teacher will point out how the behavior demonstrates being kind.

· Teachers will look for and acknowledge being kind acts in the restrooms.
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Behavior Expectation:
Invest Yourself

Location:
Restrooms

Rationale:
It is important to invest yourself in a responsible manner so that you are well prepared for what is expected of you and so that others can depend on you.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students use the restroom quickly.

· Students use voice level “1.”
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students visiting in the restrooms.

· Students talking too loudly.


Provide opportunities to practice and build fluency:

1. Set aside a few minutes during the lesson to practice the rule.

2. Have students role-play examples and non-examples.

3. Tell students about the consequences for following or not following the rules.

Acknowledge expected behavior:

· When students model the expected behavior during the practice session, the teacher will point out how the behavior demonstrates investing yourself.
· Teachers will look for and acknowledge investing yourself acts in the restrooms.
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Behavior Expectation:
Stay Safe

Location:
Restrooms

Rationale:
It is important to practice safety in the restrooms so they feel comfortable and not get hurt.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students will respect property.
· Students will report accidents immediately.
· Students will use “ABC Song” or “Happy Birthday” hand-washing.
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students are kicking doors, writing on walls, climbing, and littering.
· Students don’t report accidents.
· Students use soap when washing their hands.


Provide opportunities to practice and build fluency:

1. Set aside a few minutes during the lesson to practice the rule.

2. Have students role-play examples and non-examples.

3. Tell students about the consequences for following or not following the rules.

· Teachers will look for and acknowledge staying safe acts in the restrooms.
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Behavior expectation:
Outstanding Attitude

Location:
Restrooms

Rationale:
It is important to maintain a positive attitude at school so that students and others feel good about school and learning.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students are using only the supplies they need. (1 or 2 squirts of soap and 1 or 2 paper towels)
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students use too much soap and too many paper towels.


Provide opportunities to practice and build fluency:

1. Set aside a few minutes during the lesson to practice the rule.

2. Have students role-play examples and non-examples.

3. Tell students about the consequences for following or not following the rules.

Acknowledge expected behavior:

· When students model the expected behavior during the practice session, the teacher will point out how the behavior demonstrates an outstanding attitude.

· Teachers will look for and acknowledge outstanding attitudes in the restrooms.
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Behavior expectation: 
Non-violent Solutions

Location:
Restrooms
Rationale:
It is important to use non-violent solutions so that conflict doesn’t escalate and school is maintained as a safe place.

	Examples of Expected Behavior

· Students will respect others.
· Students will use conflict resolution strategies.

· Students will report violence.
	Non-examples of Expected Behavior

· Students call each other names.
· Students will kick, hit, and argue to solve problems.

· Students tattling.
